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Danielle Steel novels are always starkly hit or miss for me. After reading a couple of her books

recently (Hotel V, 44 Charles St.) that were a big miss, I was reluctant to get Until The End Of Time.

After all, someone who has been around as long as Danielle Steel and has been as prolific surely

has to burn out eventually, right? But, I've been sick and looking for a good, easy read, because I

can't stand looking at the TV anymore. So, I figured I'd give it a shot. And I'm so glad I did. I finished

it in one and a half sittings and thoroughly enjoyed it, refusing to let a 103 fever keep me from

finishing. The characters were likable, it was well paced, well written, and I'm happy to say Danielle

Steel's still got it. It was a little sappy, yeah, but you should already know that getting into it. It's not

like we're discussing Tolstoy here.I've read a couple of people say that they think this might be

Danielle Steel's last novel. I truly hope not. But if that's what she decides, she can be proud to end

on such a high note.Now if you'll excuse me, NyQuil and a long nap are calling.
